A total of 441 students responded (4.1% of the student
body). 7 95% confidence level

A total of 347 employees responded (26% of the full
and part-time employees).z 95% confidence level

Majority of student respondents (80%) as well
employees (82%) do not currently smoke.

Approximately 78% of students and 84% of employees
favor a change.
